
In this assignment, students will explore the climate factors that operate to create a 

climate zone and therefore a biome. This covers the technology skills of using the 

internet and a spreadsheet to solve a problem. 

 

What climate factors operate to create a climate zone? Why are there places on Earth 

with similar biomes even though they are in very different locations? Students will pick 

two biomes, find a location within each (a national park?), produce a climate graph for 

each location, and display them for the purposes of a comparison. 

 

1. In order to answer this question, students need climate data on the locations 

theyôre interested in. They can access the web site ñworldclimate.comò to find 

data on these locations. Then type the name of a city. 

 

2. Clicking ñsearchò will bring up several choices for the city. Pick the one you 

want. 

 



 

3. Now pick a location that has precipitation and 

temperature data.

4. With the mouse, drag over the data from January to December. 

 

 

5. Copy the data, open an excel spreadsheet, and paste it into the spreadsheet. Type 

the dates above the row of data. [Type ñ1janò and the program will convert it to 

the format it wants. Once 1jan and 1feb are in, you can fill right to get all the 

other months. 

 

 

             
 



 

6. Go back to the internet, back up and repeat the last two steps with the other set of 

data. 

                          
 

 

7. Now to make the graph. Highlight the three rows. Choose the INSERT tab.

8. Right click on the line for the TEMPERATURE. Choose FORMAT DATA

10. Right click on the PRECIPITATION line and choose CHANGE SERIES CHART
